4) Communication System: Paul Costabile advised that they must find another location
other than the substation in Portsmouth to put the antenna. He also said the current
system that is still functional will eventually be phased out by Verizon. Commissioners
and pilots discussed investigating a new system and meeting with Chief Ball (Emergency
Response) and the Coast Guard for their input.
